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The Technology Transfer and Innovation Center is the URV Valorization and 
Commercialization Unit (UV-URV) and is part of the Network of Valorization 
Units of ACCIÓ.

The UV-URV commercializes the industrial and intellectual property of the 
URV by protecting and valorizing its assets so that they can be licensed or 
spin-o�s created.

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY (IP)

Since its creation in 2000, the CTTi manages the protection of knowledge derived from the URV's research. The Industrial and Intellectual Property area (IP) is responsible 
for presenting and monitoring patent applications to the Spanish Patent and Trademark O�ce (OEPM), the European Patent O�ce (EPO) and for filing PCT international 
protection applications, deposits to the Benelux O�ce for Intellectual Property (BOIP) of works and computer programs, and other related actions, such as the manage-
ment of license agreements and the monitoring of license returns.

Its main objectives are to sensitize the URV community, to monitor RDI activities and to identify those results that can be protected and transferred to society through 
licensing or the creation of a spin-o�.

ACTIVITY OVERVIEW 2020

I am pleased to present you the 2020 Activity 
Report of the Technology and Innovation transfer 
center (CTTi)  of the URV Foundation (FURV). 
Created in 1999 by the Rovira i Virgili University 
(URV), our main objective is to satisfy, from the 
university level, the technological and services 
needs generated by the productive sectors and 
by the administration, through the transfer of 
technology and innovation, the management of 
industrial and intellectual property, technological 
watch, entrepreneurship and supply infrastructu-
re transfer (through the CTTi incubator and other 
URV spaces).

As in all sectors of activity, the year 2020 has 
been marked by the impact of the pandemic due 
to Covid-19. The FURV implemented remote 
work from the start of the alarm state and, despite 
the initial complication in setting up the neces-
sary tools, the sta� and the activity carried out by 
the FURV have been able to adapt to the new 
situation.

This year, the overall contracting volume has 
been € 5,046,860. This amount includes all the 
activity of the CTTi: RDI contracts, technical 
advice and assistance, grants and donations, the 
activity of the URV Divulga division, the sale of 
wine from the Mas dels Frares experimental 
winery, the activity of the CTTi, the income from 
royalties and the contracting derived from the 
assignment of spaces and the order of manage-
ment of the URV buildings.

From the Valuation Unit, 12 priority patent 
applications and 13 license agreements has been 
managed and 4 Start-ups have been recogni-
zed. These numbers entail a growth compared to 
2019, and in a di�cult year, marked by Covid-19, 
it evidence a consolidation of the activity carried 
out and that has been possible thanks to the aid 
received in 2018 by the European Regional 
Development Fund (FEDER), together with the 
Directorate-General for Research of the Gene-
ralitat de Catalunya, supporting the activities 

developed by the CTTi to promote the transfer 
of technology and innovation and the valorisation 
and commercialization of technologies.

During this year, and for the third time, we have 
again called for grants for the valorisation of 
knowledge, Research to Business (R2B). In the 
call, which has € 80,000 and is co-financed with 
FEDER aid, 21 proposals were submitted (50% 
more than the previous year), of which 7 were 
funded.

We highlight the relationship with the Clusters, in 
which we participate on behalf of the URV. Last 
year we actively participated in 3: the INNOVI 
Cluster of the wine sector, the Food Service 
Cluster, which promotes the competitiveness of 
the foodservice segment and the TIC Cluster 
Southern Catalonia of the information and 
communication technologies sector of Reus and 
Camp de Tarragona.

I want to thank everyone who have participated in 
the activities and the results that are presented: 
employers, researchers, companies, entities and 
the entire CTTi team.
